Tech Talk 

 

 

 

 

In the next few months, I will report on some of the literature that was available when our cars were 

new. Those I have collected over the last twenty - five years or so, are specific to Austin -Healeys and 

were published in most cases by BMC.  

This first one is an eight page handbook detailing the operation and maintenance of the overdrive fab-

ricated by Laycock de Normanville fitted to the Austin -Healey 100. The principles of it continued on 

with few minor changes right to the end of production of the Austin -Healey BJ8 of 1967.  

These pamphlets sometimes come up for sale on places such as EBay and depending of their condi-

tion, will sell for about $25 to $50, although lately I have not seen any original for sale, usually all you 

get now is a reproduced copy.  

The one I have is an original and I found it in a Service Manual I purchased on EBay a couple of years 

ago specifically for the 100 model, so I was pretty lucky despite the fact it is just in average condition.  

As you can see by the scanned pages, the colour is typical of the literature available at that time. Most 

were in that reddish/pink and black or yellow and black. From what I have been able to gather, there 

was likely approximately two dozen different booklets, sales literature and such produced specifically 

for the Austin -Healeys.
